Key Stage 2 Morning Arrangements.

From Monday, we will be reverting to all KS2 children lining up on the yard. The teachers will be on the
playground from 8.45am and they will take the children to classrooms at 8.50am when the morning bell rings.
We hope this additional opportunity for communication with the staff and extra visibility of teachers will be helpful.
The teachers will talk with parents were they can but they may not always be able to have extended
conversations at this time of the day and may request that you email or make an appointment to meet them
away from teaching time.

Year 3 and Year Four will line up at the Jungle Gym side of the playground and Y5 and Y6 will line up on the field
side of the playground. Red dots have been put on the playground to mark the point to line up.

After the classes have entered school, the external doors will be closed and locked and then at 9am, the
caretaker will lock the external gates. Those parents attending pre-school will be able to exit from the path on
the carpark side of the school. Any children arriving late will report to the school office. The children all
undertake start of the day tasks and therefore it is important to arrive on time to avoid disrupting the other
children. A reminder that although the pre-school day begins at 9am, all classes from F2 to Y6 start at 8.50am.
